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Bike to the Sea Builds First 1000’ of Northern Strand Community Trail!

Come help us on Trail Building Day: Saturday, July 21

Bike to the Sea has teamed up with R.E.I.
of Reading and Mellon Bank and Home Depot of
Everett for an urban adventure in trail building. Bike
to the Sea is building the first 1,000’ of the Northern
Strand Community Trail deep in the heart of Everett
Massachusetts. This first step of a nine-mile journey
is a public, private effort using largely volunteer
labor with tools and materials provided by the
aforementioned forward thinking local corporations.
We are also working closely with Mayer Hanlon of
Everett and Everetts Office of Community
Development.

This First 1,000 Feet will link Everett's new
Thomas Rossetii Park with a New Seven Acre Park
and the new Madeline English School. This linkage
will create over 10 acres of out door space in one of
Boston’s most built out suburbs directly adjacent to
the Malden River and the Rivers Edge Project. As
far as an urban adventure is concerned this is as
good as it gets. Pheasants and coyotes have been
seen in adjacent fields right next to graffiti and chain
link fences. This is truly an urban wild.

R.E.l is sponsoring a trail building day on
July 21 at 8:30 A.M. at the new Thomas Rossetti
Park on Tremont Street in Everett. Lunch will be
provided at 12:00 noon. Bring gloves sturdy shoes
and a good attitude. We'll be there rain or shine,
extreme weather events excepted. Check our web
site and news group for updates. Visit our new
Google Map for a satellite image and directions.
Some of the projects we will be under taking are
building a landscape timber wall. Installing signage.
Spreading and raking stone dust and loam.
Installing edging and clearing away brush and
debris.

Clay Larsen executive director of Bike to
the Sea said that “ We like working with R.E.l.
because there staff are hard core out doors men
and women and push us to achieve more with these
volunteer events”.

The work we will undertake on this trail
building day is part of a larger effort to build the first
mile of trail from route 16 in Everett to Main street in
Malden. Bike to the Sea has been engaged behind




the seen to complete the legal, political and financial
framework for this section of the trail to proceed.
After many hard years of advocacy we are just a
few steps away from major brake through. The rail
abandonment is under way. Everett has taken over
responsibility for its part of the trail and Malden is
looking into final details on its end.

Bike to the Sea would like to thank R.E.I.,
Mellon bank, and Home Depot for their generous

contributions and enthusiastic support of our efforts.
It is this kind of collaborative effort that strengths
and builds communities. Bike to the Sea is
committed to developing public/private partnerships
with interested stake holders along the entire length
of the recreational trail to turn this neglected vacant
land into useful and safe open space and a potential
economic engine for today and future generations.
